ECHOCARDIOGRADM;

Mild left ventricular and left atrial chamber dilation (2D LA Ao: 1.66). Trivial tricuspid valve insufficiency.
Pressure acioss aortic valve is at the upper limit of normal. There is no evidence of narrowing of the aortic
annuius, No evidence of ASD or VSD. Normal fractional shortening and EPSS.

DIAGNOSIS AND ASSESSMENT:

Multiple cardiac arrhythmias (including ventnicular premature contractions) most likely consistent wita
Arrhythmogsnic Right Ventricular Cardiomyopathy. Mild left atris! and ventricular chamber dilation may be
consistent with early Dilated Cardiomyopathy. Trivial fricuspid valve insufficiency. Evaluation by 2
cardiologist (including holter monitoring) is recommended for treatment options and prior to breeding.
